At one time Marie Meer and Leona Erhart mixed the slaw 
dressing at Ted and Marie Meerõs farm and brought it to town in glass 
jars to mix with the cabbage that was cut by hand.  Jean Meer continues 
making this slaw, and at the present time her sons and friends are making 
St. Anthony slaw, using the time-tested recipe!
